Moments  

Imagine with me, if you will, the US 

Government having to make cut-

backs that would cause our soldiers 

to have less ammunition than they 

had last year. I mean, the moneyôs 

just not there this year to buy that 

AK-47 or the helmet you need to go 

into battle. ñThatôs just the way it is. 

Tough it up, soldier!ò A possible 

option, of course, is to ask that 

soldier to take part of his limited 

income to buy bullets, that helmet, 

or to pay for that visit to the medical 

unit. 

No doubt, your mind went to the 

Scriptures where the apostle Paul 

asked the Corinthians, ñWhoever 

goes to war at his own expense?ò                        

(I Corinthians 9:7) 

As you read through that passage 

and consider your next tithe, Shirin, 

Jasmine, and I remain with you, 

Together in the Great  Commission, 

Ah, February...one of the coldest 

months of the year yet itôs the month 

our hearts turn toward the one we 

love. We often express that love 

with chocolate, flowers, dinner, or 

other special Valentineôs Day gift. 

My mind and heart stand in the 

thoughts of the ongoing expressions 

of love our Ramoth family sends our 

way, including the ability to stay on 

the field by way of your tithes and 

offerings. 

Allow me to remind you how that 

works: God blesses you with a 

paycheck or with some other form of 

material blessing. Out of your love 

relationship with the One Who 

saved you, you came to a point of 

obedience regarding what percent-

age of that you would give back to 

Him mindful, of course, of His inter-

est in what you keep for yourself. 

The government then takes a nice 

chunk, using it to perform the ser-

vices outlined in the Constitution 

and Declaration of Independence 

(good reading, by the way). Different 

governmental groups then decide 

how to spend your taxes. A good 

part of that, of course, goes toward 

national defense so our military will 

have the necessary means to per-

form their work. 

At the next regular meeting of Godôs 

people, you present that tithe as an 

act of worship. The prophet Malachi 

reminded the people how theyôd 

forgotten how giving was to be part 

of worship so, yes, weôre to give 

God the first fruits, the very best, of 

His blessings. Then, in a similar 

fashion, members of our church 

collect those tithes, add it up, and 

then send a tithe through the Coop-

erative Program  

[ www.cpmissions.net ], keeping 

most of your tithe for needs at Ra-

moth.   

Ramothôs Cooperative Program tithe 

first goes through the Southern 

Baptist Conservativeôs of Virginia 

(SBCV) ôfilterô before going on to 

Nashville, Tennessee where it will 

be joined by 42,000 plus other 

Southern Baptist churchesô tithe. 

The SBCV, in cooperation with 

SBCV churches, uses part of that 

tithe to meet needs in Virginia. The 

SBCV then sends the remaining 

50% to Nashville. I believe our state 

leads the Southern Baptist Conven-

tion (SBC) in Cooperative Program 

giving, and I hope other state con-

ventions will rise to the challenge. 

(Please feel free to email me with 

any updates on this matter). 

Our brothers and sisters in Nashville 

then divide those receipts among 

various Southern Baptist agencies 

and, fortunately, half of it goes to the 

International Mission Board (IMB) in 

Richmond, Virginia. The other half 

stays in the United States to help 

support the North American Mission 

Board, our six Southern Baptist 

seminaries, and a few other South-

ern Baptist agencies. More detailed 

accounting can be found at 

www.cpmissions.net 

Every year your elected trustees of 

the IMB receive the budget requests 

from the field, including one from 

yours truly, to decide how to allocate 

the money Godôs people have given 

to support His work around the 

world. I think it is truly a humbling 

experience to decide the financial 

fate of 5,000 or so God called mis-

sionaries who have no other means 

of financial support, and Iôve always 

acknowledged that to our trustees, 

thanking them for their wise stew-

ardship of limited resources. 

Due to a recent (and temporary!) 

decrease in receipts from Southern 

Baptist churches, the trustees have 

had to make hard cutbacks for those 

of us on the field. While weôre used 

to living a sacrificial life, this year will 

stretch us in new ways! 
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I think it is truly a 
humbling 

experience to 
decide the 

financial fate of

means of financial 

support,
